
The North Olympic Library 
System (NOLS) is the public  
library for all of Clallam 
County. NOLS operates 
branch libraries in Port Angeles, Clallam Bay, Forks and 
Sequim, and 24/7 online services at www.nols.org. The 
Library collection consists of more than 260,000 books, 
e-books, DVDs and other materials. Each NOLS library 
offers WiFi access, public computers, a wide array of 
programs and events for children, teens, adults, families, 
and more. 

The library is primarily funded through property taxes. 
Funding is also received from fines, fees and miscel-
laneous charges, as well as a share of taxes from timber 
harvests on public and private lands within Clallam 
County. 

Public funds alone are not enough to sustain the broad 
range of services the library offers. Each branch library 
is fortunate to have a strong partnership with its Friends 
of the Library group. The Friends raise money to support 
children’s programs, furniture and equipment, and other 
branch-specific needs.
